A Second wave: 19782 (refugees fleeing the
military dergue regime)

A Third wave: 1982991 (Primarily migration for
family reunification)

A The final wave: Post991 (1990s repatriation &
return of Ethiopian refugees from neighbouring
countries;outflows that continue to the preseit

A Kambata Tembaro zone, Kedida Gamela
woreda, Aze Debo rural kebele

A All are Kambata

A All are Christians

A Mixed croplivestock farmers

A Serious agricultural land shortage
A Agriculture is largely rainfed



Major concerns

A Young people keep migrating out of country in
the face of known risks & threats

A Limited scope for common understanding
between the local & the official perceptions/
discourses

A Interventions so far not as effective as desired

experiences & effects (nuances &
complexities) that surround the motivation &
aspirations of migrants, their parents &
community

A To compare & contrast local perceptions with

Research Method

A Qualitative
A Individual interviews & observation

A Data sources: 33 people interviewed (woreda
& kebele officials (7), families of migrants (6),
returnees (13), woulde-migrants (2), non
migrants (4)

A Migrants represented by their parents (some
limitation)

A Data organisation (and analysis)
